Father’s Message 

SUNDAY MASS 

There is some confusion over the Arch-
bishop’s wording in his statement to call 
Catholics back to worship. We miss those 
who are not with us, but you have a dis-
pensation to miss Mass if you are elderly 
or someone who is high risk for getting 
the COVID virus. That has not changed. If you are in con-
stant contact, or caring for someone susceptible to COVID, 
it is also prudent to stay out of public settings. We still 
wear facemasks at Mass to keep others safe. We have be-
gun to do some congregational singing. Singing requires a 
face mask. The Archbishop feels it is time to get back to 
what the Church does . . . communal worship. We feel it is 
just as safe at church as restaurants, Target, Walmart, or 
any other public setting. If you have not been to Mass since 
March, things have changed. We social distance at Mass. 
The capacity limits have been eliminated but we still have 
closed alternating pews to promote social distancing. It will 
take patience to get everyone seated properly but we will 
learn to do this and adapt.   

EMAIL SCAMS 

If you have ever sent me an email and I responded, you are 
in my email memory for hackers to do “phishing” scams. 
Fr. Matthew was a victim. I was a victim at my last parish, 
as well as priests all over the diocese. Scammers like to 
prey on priest’s emails because the people with whom we 
are in contact are very generous people. Please be vigi-
lant. I will never ask anyone personally for gift cards for 
any purpose. I do not travel abroad so I will not be stuck in 
a foreign country needing assistance. These are just a few 
of the types of scams. Bottom line, I will never solicit any-
one for money via email. I will only solicit in the name of 
the parish at the same time every year.
