"UPON THIS ROCK... Before ftraveling on, Fr. Rehrl
encouraged the residents of this small town to build a chapel
where Mass could be said by priests traveling the area. This
first church, built in 1847 was dedicated to St. Mary
Magdalene and was located where the current Seton School
is. It was constructed of wood and had a single, small
steeple. During that first year, 124 children were baptized. By
1850, the church was already over capacity and needed to
be added on for the first time. Numerous additions took
place and the parish continued to grow dramatically. By
1858, a school was erected on the same plot of land. A new
pastor, Father Michael Haider came to St. Mary Magdalene
parish in 1862 with large hopes and dreams to build a
European-Gothic style church that was well beyond the
dreams of the parishioners.

It is clear to see that the missionary vision of Father Caspar
Rehrl was rooted deep into spreading the true love of Christ
and building a vision of a future for Catholics in the area. On
display in the Narthex are two artifacts from the times of St.
Mary Magdalene Parish, the original Altar Cross from the
original church, and a photo of the original church building.
