Please note that | miss you, and | believe you are
missing your Bethany Union Church family too. We will survive this even if it takes us a
few more months. After all, we do know we have eternity to look forward to spending with
each other, so a few months apart can be tolerated.

Many things are changing and have already changed due to this pandemic. It is what it is,
and we make due. One thing we have done (among many) is adapted to how we partake
of the sacrament of Holy Communion. We have prefilled Communion Cups with both juice
and wafer, individually wrapped and sealed, for you to open, so no one touches it except
you. It's not the same in so many regards to our pre-COVID way of enjoying communion,
but it is safe, sterile, and is the best we can do at this moment. The first Sunday in August,
as is our tradition, we will celebrate Holy Communion.

David and typically at least one other soloist have been providing
us with music for the worship time, and this always adds meaning and grace to the service.
Gather with us as you can and are ready to either online or at 10:30 a.m. here in the
Sanctuary. If you come here, you will need to wear a mask, have a normal temp, and
maintain social distancing.

Even though we are not fully open, there is a lot of activity happening Bethany Union
Church. The JETY STEAM Camp for Children is here, Monday through Friday, and our
TEECH Recovery program continues forward. Also, our Music Scene is happening but
holding its classes virtually.

This pandemic has brought death to the doors of our frontline and supporting
church partners, ministry partners, volunteers, and even our children and their loved ones. Please
continue to pray for those who are impacted directly by this pandemic. Medical professionals predict the
worst may be yet to come for the developing world, which is far more underprepared for testing and
caring for COVID-19 patients than we have been in more developed nations. This means tracking the
full impact on our ministry, the children and their families will be increasingly difficult in the weeks and
months to come. We are doing our best to keep you informed of the effect this crisis is having on our
ministry but always while respecting the privacy of those who serve alongside us. Thank you for your
continued support and prayers.

All of the countries where we work are striving to slow the spread of the coronavirus through restrictions
on public gatherings or quarantines. Below, you can find the most up-to-date reports from those
countries, and how the new guidelines are affecting Compassion programming. Please continue to
check back to this page for further updates.

Mary Contreras (our sponsored child) is in Bolivia — COVID-19 cases are rapidly rising in
Bolivia, more than tripling since the country began reopening economic activities in early

June. Bolivia's health ministry estimated that the peak of infections would hit between August and
September. National quarantine measures are extended through July 31. Social distancing and the use
of masks in public places are required, and curfews are in place from 6 p.m. to 5 a.m. Classes and other
public events remain suspended. All borders remain closed and international flights are suspended.

Group activities at all Compassion child development centers remain closed. Under the updated
government regulations, delivery of food is permitted from 8 a.m. to 10 p.m. daily, so partner churches
are working to provide food, disease prevention materials, and hygiene supplies to beneficiaries and
their families. Since the crisis began, they have delivered 255,222 food packs and 108,224 hygiene
kits to vulnerable children and families. They are also checking in with families via phone to provide
spiritual and emotional support. Compassion Bolivia has deployed teams of physicians and
psychologists to support our frontline church partners and recently conducted a child protection video
class that more than 81,000 children and their families participated in. At this time, cards and letters
cannot be safely delivered, but do keep writing. Monetary gifts are distributed as received. Please keep
Mary and the Contreras family in your thoughts and prayers.
