mysterious and profound sufferings of Jesus.  Let the Lord reveal 

to you a taste of what He endured.  Facing His sufferings is not 

only facing a great evil; rather, its facing love in its purest form.  

To face the Cross and all that it encompassed is to face the greatest 

act of love ever known, revealed through the greatest scandal every 

experienced.  God is astonishing to us, in a holy way, when we 

discover His love in His suffering.  Ponder it today, let it sit in your 

heart, seek to understand the mystery and allow God to transform 

you through it.     �
