Gender divides in childhood
can perpetuate abusive
behaviors

Parents of young children have
likely heard the phrase “boys will be boys” many times —
usually to excuse so-called “typical boy” behaviors. But
this rationalization can extend dangerously through
adulthood, to excuse sexual assault and harassment. The
messages received by young children have lasting
effects. Boys hear that they need to hide their emotions,
so if they are abused, they’re less likely to come forward.
Girls hear that boys can be rough or rude, and learn to
tolerate rather than push back. Eliminating this gender
divide early may help combat sexual abuse and assault.
