Dear Parishioners:

Hard to believe that
we are less than a month away
from the beginning of Lent.
This year Ash Wednesday falls
on the traditional day that we
celebrate St. Valentine (February 14th). Easter Sunday,
is yet another odd date, because it just barely makes it
into the month of April when it is celebrated on Sunday,
April the lst this year. Once we kick off the Lenten
season on February 14th (Ash Wednesday), I have
asked Sr. Carmen Torres to organize our annual “Soup
& Bread Dinner” in the SJN Center. Last year we had
a good number of parishioners who participated and we
enjoyed lots of hearty and delicious soups that our
parishioners made.

I am so very grateful for the
volunteer catechists and the school faculty who labor to
teach our children about Christ and the values of His
gospel. We will also be asking some parishioners to
serve as sponsors for some of those in the R.C.I.A.

newest members of our parish family. Please keep all of
our congregation who are preparing to deepen their
relationship with us here at St. Peter’s... and deepen
their relationship with God. If you see them in church or
in the atrium or office, stop and say hello to them and
encourage them in their journey of faith. “May the Lord
who has begun this good work in you... see it through
to its completion!”
