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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

There really is
something to be said of the
“SLOW-LANE!” I know we
all have had the unpleasant
experience of being behind
someone on the highway and perhaps not even driving
the speed limit in the far left lane. We get frustrated and
say to ourselves... “What is this person thinking?”
While on the bike path you may have heard the sudden
ring of a bicycle bell or the announcement from behind
you... “On your Left!” Recently, I heard the exact
same announcement while standing on a NYC Subway
escalator. There is a sort of Subway protocol in NYC
that assumes a standing lane on the right of the
escalator, coupled with the “fast lane” which is on the
left side of the moving stairs reserved for those in a
hurry, the young, and those rushing to catch a train
before it departs the station. In any event, it simply adds
to all of the hustle and bustle that clutters our lives, the
stuff that drives us, weighs us down, stresses us out and
leads us to move at such a hurried pace that we always
seem to pass up countless opportunities to STOP... and
smell the roses. However, this slowing down... this
Holy Season of Lent, is intentionally designed to be a
time of personal self-reflection, meditation, and
renewal. It is a time when we embrace the time-tested
Lenten traditions of increased prayer, fasting, and
almsgiving.

As we begin this Lent, I would encourage you
to deliberately slow yourself down. Drive in the middle
lane, drive in the slow lane, or simply park and take in
the view from the scenic overlook. On my day off in
NYC, I found a certain peace and comfort in not being
in a “rush” that day. I made different choices and
decided to deliberately live my life at a different pace
that day. They say the best way to tour a city... is to
walk. It is truly amazing how many things you notice
when you slow down your pace. All sorts of little gems
are discovered that you never really noticed before; like
a little cafe, a boutique store filled with all sorts of “one
of a kind items.” You stumble over a quaint little park,
luncheonette, or cozy little restaurant that makes you
want to pop in for a bite. Imagine if we were able to get
to that contemplative place in our faith and spirituality!
Imagine if we practiced the movement of “down-
shifting” our regular pace and the routine of our lives...
where we now had the time to notice, soak-in,
reverence, and be grateful for all of the little things in
our families and in our friendships. I mean really enter
into that contemplative prayerful stillness, that slows
the mind and tames the heart to notice again, what we
typically pass all the time... but at a frenzied 100 miles
per hour. That is what prayer is, I believe. It’s making
time for God; speaking to Him, looking back on a day,

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and seeing the moment of Divine Grace, looking back and
seeing how God himself might help us do things or handle
things a little better tomorrow. It’s looking ahead to
tomorrow and asking God for His help with the
challenges you are facing and surrendering to what is... in
peace. If we could learn to follow Christ better, follow the
“Discipline” of his discipleship, perhaps we might live
happier, more meaningful, and stress free lives. Our
muscles would be less tense, our mind would be at ease,
we might sleep longer, be more generous, be more
grateful, and be less likely to be targets for anxiety
attacks, heart attacks, or suffer a stroke. One must not take
for granted the unmistakable connection between one’s
mental health... physical health... and spiritual health
and well-being! The roses won’t be in bloom until the
Spring. But one thing is certain, as Jesus was found in
prayer in the Garden of Gethsemane and in deserted
places, we too might find our own ‘“secret garden”
walking down the sidewalk, in your car, or riding down
an escalator. These are the places where we encounter the
Divine Presence in everyday living. This Lent... make the
decision to  SLOW-DOWN... and SNIFF...
BOLDLY!!!
