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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

What have we become? A
nation that experiences regular
bomb threats? Where children in
synagogues and Jewish schools
are routinely threatened with
evacuations in order to escape apparent danger. Where
select minority groups are targeted because of the way
they look, the language they speak, or the faith they
profess. My heart breaks and I'm deeply saddened
when I read news articles and television programs that
speak of two Indian men being targeted in a bar
because of the way they look or because they might
communicate in their native language. Statements like
"get out of my country" make the fabric of our beloved
flag, the principles of our founding fathers, and the
enduring values of our Constitution unravel at its core.
In President Abraham Lincoln's famous Gettysburg
Address, he penned the words: "Four score and seven
years ago our forefathers brought upon this continent,
a new nation, conceived in Liberty, and dedicated to
the proposition that all men are created equal.” How do
we reconcile the positions of our fellow countrymen
who believe that the modern-day immigrant is
someone that should be barred or thrown out of this
country? For most, prejudice and bigotry is built upon
the pillars of fear and insecurity, fear of being unsafe,
fear of losing a job, fear of losing pension and health
care benefits, fear of losing access to valuable
resources and money needed to pay bills, put a roof
over our families heads and food on the table. But the
Sacred Scriptures and teachings of the Catholic
Church, and any original founding documents of our
nation, call us to be better than that. Our beloved
Franklin Delano Roosevelt was the first to remind
Americans of our great history and tradition of being
steadfast as he told Americans from coast to coast that
“the only thing we have to fear is fear itself.”

In light of the fact that these colonies were
founded and populated by immigrants from foreign
lands, at the base of the Statue of Liberty in New York
Harbor is a large bronze plaque where natives and
tourists from all over the world come to the foot of her
torch and read the inscription at her base. “Give me
your tired, your poor, your huddled masses yearning to
breathe free, the wretched refuse of your teeming
shore. Send these, the homeless, the tempest-tosst to
me. I lift my lamp beside the golden door!” Since
1776, and even before that, the golden door of the
American heart and spirit have been open to all of
those who wish to live in a land of prosperity and
peace. Some flee because of persecution, civil war,
injustice, or natural disaster. Every human being has
Cont’dp.

the right to freedom of movement and of residence within
the confines of his own country; and, when there are just
reasons for it, the right to emigrate to other countries and
take up residence there. “No one would exchange his
country for a foreign land if his own afforded him the
means of living a decent happy life.” (Pope Leo XIII,
Rerum Novatum - 1891) “For if you truly amend your
ways and your actions, if you truly act justly - one with
another, if you do not oppress the alien, the orphan, and
the widow, or shed innocent blood in this place, and if you
do not go after other gods then I will dwell with you in this
place says the Lord” (Jeremiah 7:6). I pray that all of us
may be good stewards of faith and welcoming citizens of
this great nation. Therefore, let us train our children to
live courageous lives as women and men in witness to our
Christian faith and integrity. "Instruct your children in the
ways of righteousness, O Lord, and when they grow old,
they will not stray from them.” (Proverbs 22:6).

Queridos Feligreses,

(En qué nos hemos
convertido? ;Una nacidon que
experimenta a menudo
amenazas de bombas? Donde
niflos en las sinagogas y las
escuelas Judias son
amenazados rutinariamente
con evacuaciones para escapar el peligro aparente.
Donde selectos grupos minoritarios son amenazados
por la forma en que parecen, el idioma que hablan, o la
fe que profesan. Mi corazén se rompe y estoy
profundamente entristecido cuando leo articulos de
noticias y programas de television que hablan de dos
hombres Hindues amenazados en una cantina por la
forma en que parecen o porque es posible que puedan
hablar en su lengua nativa. Declaraciones como “salir
de mi pais” hacen que la estructura de nuestra amada
bandera, los principios de nuestros padres fundadores, y
los valores perdurables de nuestra Constitucion se
desintegren en su nucleo. En el famoso Discurso de
Gettysburg del Presidente Abraham Lincoln, el escribio
las palabras: “Hace cuatro veintenas mas siete afos
nuestros antepasados trajeron a este continente, una
nueva nacion, concebida en la Libertad, y dedicada a la
proposicion de que todos los hombres son creados
iguales.” (Coémo reconciliamos las posiciones de
nuestros compatriotas que creen que el imigrante
moderno es alguien que debe ser prohibido o expulsado
de este pais?
