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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

When we look at the
accomplishments of our
Catholic school children, we
have much to be proud of. I
would like to take this
opportunity to express my personal appreciation to our
students who represented us so very well at the fund
raising gala for the 11 Catholic schools that make up
the “Philadelphia-South Vicariate!” The event was
attended by Bishop Michael J. Fitzgerald, as well as
benefactors of Catholic education, faculty and staff of
our Catholic schools, and recipients of awards
presented that evening. The banquet was hosted by
former television news anchor, Pat Ciarrocchi. Right
after her introduction, our students were called on
stage to lead the assembly in prayer and give our
traditional school blessing to those who have come to
support Catholic education. In the early planning
stages, there was much talk about children, but no
actual children were included in the program. Once it
was suggested that there should be some Catholic
student participation... the obvious choice was the host
school of St. Peter the Apostle. As always, once given
the opportunity, our kids shine and rise to the occasion.
Our students were well-dressed, polite, well behaved,
articulate, and cute. Simply being themselves, they
always melt the minds and hearts of those who are
fortunate enough to encounter them. Again, they made
us very proud. Secondly, I would like to thank the
students who supported our parish breakfast this past
Sunday. When you came to the door you were
immediately greeted by one of our ambassadors from
our Catholic school with a smile and welcome. Our
students served coffee and juice, went from table to
table to check on parishioners’ needs, and would take
their empty cups and plates to dispose of them in trash
receptacles. Many came early to help with setup. Still
others, stayed late in order to clean up after the crowd
had gone. We continue to teach and encourage them to
be concerned about their fellow brothers and sisters
and to reach out in Christian service whenever there is
a need. They, in turn, typically respond beyond our
expectations of what a typical young person might do.
They truly are our shining stars.

Lastly, in closing, it was with great pride and
joy that I saw the sheer number of entries in this year's
Philadelphia Flower Show by our Catholic school
students. After finding the section where student
entries were located, one after the other after the other
were entries from St. Peter the Apostle Catholic
School. There were multiple first prize winners, second

our students supplied artistic beauty with dried flowers
and/or raised seedlings from the initial planting stages to
their final bloom.
