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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners,

I am pleased to announce
some improvements to our plant
facility. We have enjoyed the
benefit of a brand new
wheelchair accessible bathroom
just off the Atrium for about a
year and a half. It is by far the
most heavily used of all the restroom facilities. However,
we have discovered that having a single room where the
general public can come in 12 hours a day is not a good
idea. Therefore, the wheelchair accessible bathroom will
be phased out and incorporated into a brand new men’s
room that has complete wheelchair accessibility. The
larger women’s room already meets the required building
code for ADA (Americans with Disabilities Act)
compliance. The present door to the existing wheelchair
accessible bathroom will become a wall and the public
will now need to go through the glass security door and
turn right to access the men’s room, or continue straight
ahead to access the women’s room.  The brief
construction will require that the current men’s room be
closed for about 6 weeks. This Monday, temporary
outdoor men’s room and wheelchair accessible toilets
will be located just outside the Atrium in the parking lot.
These will not be pretty, but will have running water and
electricity to serve our needs on a temporary basis. These
upgrades have become necessary due to the fact that
some non-parishioners and non-shrine pilgrims abuse the
present wheelchair accessible restroom habitually. This
places a burden on our janitorial staff who are responsible
for 7 buildings and 4 parking lots, as well as special event
set-ups and cleaning of the St. John Neumann Center.

At 10 p.m. one night I found a lady hiding in
there while I spent an hour changing the banners in the
Atrium ceiling. When [ went to use the bathroom myself
at the end of the hour, I opened the door, turned on the
light, and made the fateful discovery. Fr. Ray Collins
found a man who entered at some point in the evening,
locked behind the bathroom door, and slept in there
during the night - only to be discovered in the morning.
The bathroom and atrium areas are not a shelter for
people to sleep here nor eat their meals and leave uneaten
food, crumbs, and trash. We also cannot have 2% of the
daily visitors consume 90% of our staff’s time and
limited resources. As you can see, action must be taken.
We have video footage of a woman who believes she can
come into the prayerful and tranquil space of our
beautiful and peaceful Atrium and steal plants to take to
her home. We must keep our sacred space clean,
beautiful, and safe. This is a house of prayer... A place of
both created and natural beauty... A city oasis of quiet
solace and peace. We regret any short-term
inconvenience this may cause, and we look forward to the
use of the new and improved restrooms in the weeks
ahead. Thank you for your patience and understanding
while these renovations take place!  Perhaps the next
step may be to place someone in the Atrium that can
welcome pilgrims and guests, provide them with
direction and information, and be an extra set of eyes
when something inappropriate may occur.  -Fr. Richard

Me complace anunciar

algunas mejoras en nuestra planta.
Por un afio y medio hemos
disfrutado los beneficios de un
bafio con acceso para silla de
ruedas al lado del Atrio. Es el mas
utilizado de todos los bafios. Sin
embargo, hemos descubierto que teniendo un solo cuarto
donde el publico general puede entrar 12 horas al dia no es
una buena idea. Por lo tanto, ese bafio serd eliminado
gradualmente e incorporado completamente a un bafio para
hombres nuevo con acceso para silla de ruedas. El bafio de
mujeres ya cumple con el codigo de construccion
requerido para el cumplimiento de ADA (Americans with
Disabilities Act). La puerta existente del bafio con acceso
para silla de ruedas se convertira en una pared y el publico
ahora tendra que pasar por la puerta de seguridad de cristal
y girar a la derecha para acceder el bafio de los hombres, o
seguir directo para acceder el bafio de mujeres. Durante la
breve construccion, serd necesario cerrar el bafno de
hombres por 6 semanas. Este Lunes, habran bafios de
hombres y con acceso para silla de rueda localizado en el
estacionamiento al lado del Atrio. Estos no seran bonitos,
pero tendran agua corriendo y electricidad para satisfacer
nuestras necesidades de manera temporal. Estas mejoras se
han hecho necesarias debido al hecho que algunos no-
feligreses y no-peregrinos del santuario abusan del bafio
habitualmente. Esto pone una carga en nuestro personal
de limpieza que son responsables por 7 edificios y 4
estacionamientos, asi como preparando para los
acontecimientos especiales y la limpieza del Centro San
Juan Neumann.

A las 10 p.m. un a noche, encontr¢ a una mujer
escondida ahi mientras que pasé una hora cambiando las
banderas en el techo del Atrio. Cuando fui a usar el bafio al
final de la hora, abri la puerta, encendi la luz, y hice un
descubrimiento catastrofico. Padre Ray Collins encontro
un hombre que entro en algin momento durante la noche,
se encerrd detras de la puerta del bafio, y durmio ahi
durante la noche, solo para ser descubierto por la mafiana.
Los areas del bao y del atrio no son un albergue para que
la gente duerman o coman sus comidas, dejando comida,
las migas, y basura. Tampoco podemos tener 2% de los
visitantes diarios consumir 90% del tiempo y recursos
limitados de nuestro personal. Como pueden ver, hay que
tomar medidas. Tenemos video de una mujer que cree que
puede entrar en el espacio de oracion y tranquilo de
nuestro Atrio hermoso y pacifico y robar plantas para
llevar a su casa. Tendremos que mantener nuestro espacio
sagrado limpio, hermoso, y seguro. Esta es una casa de
oracion... Un lugar de belleza tanto natural como creada...
Un oasis de paz y tranquilidad. Lamentamos cualquier
inconveniencia a corto plazo que esto puede causar, y
esperamos por el uso de los bafios nuevos y mejorados en
las proximas semanas. jGracias por su paciencia y
comprension mientras que estas renovaciones se llevan a
cabo! Tal vez el siguiente paso sera poner a alguien en el
Atrio que pueda dar la bienvenida a los pelegrino e
invitados, proveyendo direccion e informacion, y ser
también unos ojos extra cuando algo inapropiado ocurre.
