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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

They say that the only
constant in Life... is Change!
The newly renovated men’s
bathroom is now up and running.
We have moved from simply 2
toilets and a sink to a renovation
that can now include 7 people using the facility at the
same time, one of which is completely handicapped
accessible and up to code. We are grateful to the
Redemptorist Fathers and Brothers for making this
change for us and adding to the beauty and comfort of
our restroom facilities here at the church and shrine.

Secondly, the next phase of improvements has
begun with regard to the Convent, a new school
elevator, and the eventual relocation of the gift shop,
museum, and video theatre between this summer and
next summer. The Redemptorist have recently
purchased the first house just south of the church
parking lot on 5Sth street for the sisters to live in. The
old convent was a rather large building for so few
people. The School Sisters of Notre Dame now have a
smaller but lovely residence on church property that
will be easy to clean and maintain, and already feels
much like a home rather than an institutional building.
This past Monday, crews established a “Staging Area”
and have started the process to renovate and use the 1st
floor of the old convent for future use by our Catholic
School. Once the children dismiss for the year in mid-
June, there will be some digging between the old
convent breezeway and the present school building to
create a connector between the two buildings that
would also include an elevator. This ramp and elevator
design will allow for elevator access to the 1st and 2nd
floors of the convent, as well as access from the
basement cafeteria to the fourth floor of the school.
Each floor of the school contains 6 large classrooms. At
present, 70% of the 4th floor is unused. The strategic
plan is to press this space into service for use of the
faculty and students. This move will simply be shifting
a few selected grades from one classroom space to
another and better utilizing the entire building. There is
not a High School, College or University that does not
have short-term and longer-term plans for the updating
and expansion of their educational institution. These are
a few of ours that we believe will improve the overall
function of our spiritual and academic mission. Safety
plans and alternative drop off & pick up locations are
being developed in conjunction with Sr. Rose Federici
and her faculty/staff.

Lastly, in the fall of 2018, the Pre-K and
Kindergarten classroom will be relocated into the new
academic instruction area in the former convent
building ,which will now be connected to the school.

The former breezeway will be permanently blocked off to
public access and will provide a building barrier
enclosing the back of the parking lot on all three sides. In
the end, 80% of the first floor of the school (2018) will be
a completely secure and enclosed area - apart from the
school environment - that will house the future site of the
museum, gift shop, and video theatre that will only be
accessible from a secure entrance from the atrium stairs
and handicapped ramp. Drawings have been created and
will be on display in the near future to give you a better
idea of what the new school and shrine areas will look
like. Between this summer and next summer, we will
experience Part 1 (school elevator, new classroom space
for Pre-K and Kindergarten) and Part 2, that won’t
happen until the summer of 2018 after the children finish
their academic year (new museum, gift shop, women’s
bathroom, and video theatre to accommodate a bus load
of visiting pilgrims). Some vending machines are also
planned that can provide soft drinks and snacks to
visitors. This is a lot to absorb in one sitting. In the
months ahead, the Redemptorists plan to hold an
informational meeting as they did for the school parents
last Wednesday evening with construction consultants, Sr.
Rose (Principal), Deborah Binder (Assistant Shrine
Director), and myself. We are grateful to the continuous
generosity and support of the Redemptorist Fathers &
Brothers, the School Sisters of Notre Dame, together with
parents and parishioners, as we remain faithful to our
mission to “Make John Neumann” known - as the founder
of Catholic education here in North America!

Hemos cambiado de facilidades para 2 personas con un
lavabo, a facilidades para 7 personas a la misma vez,
incluyendo uno para personas discapacitadas que
satisface los requisitos del codigo.
