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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

Every four years, the
Redemptorist Fathers & Brothers
host an international youth
retreat. In years past, they have
been held in Germany, Ireland,
Italy, Ukraine, and now Spain in
2018. There is a small representative group of 5 people
from St. Peter the Apostle Church who will be attending
this youth & young adult gathering at the end of July.
We are asking parishioners who are able to assist with
the costly expenses of getting the group there, food,
transportation and registration fees for activities and
lodging during the retreat. I have also attended several
“World Youth Days” featuring a papal visit and closing
Mass by the Holy Father. However, those experiences
are usually attended by 100,000 people and is typically
chaotic in terms of organization, unfamiliarity with
event venues and basic knowledge of the city. There
may also be language barriers as well. Many may suffer
from fatigue and heat exhaustion. When World Youth
Day was held in Canada, organizers insisted that we go
to an outdoor field and spend the night under the stars in
anticipation of the papal Mass the next morning.
Needless to say, it poured buckets of rain that night.
Event staff forbade participants from using tents or
tarps. If someone put it up, security would insist that
you take it down. The next morning it was 85 degrees
with high humidity - everyone there was on a “Slow-
Bake!”

My learning from those events, was that whenever
quantity goes up, quality seems to quickly go down.
Ever since these early experiences, | have much rather
participate in our own Redemptorist Youth Gatherings,
where the priests and brothers know the people they are
bringing and have a pastoral relationship established
with them. The group is only about 2,000 people and
they are always in a single location. Participants can
have breakfast with the Polish, lunch with the Italians,
dinner with the Germans, etc. They learn each other’s
names and have multiple conversations about faith,
culture, and tell about the country of their birth. The
youth & young adults have a much better overall
experience - they stay in one place, they build
relationships, and all is rooted in the Redemptorist
charism with our Redemptorist saints and blessed
examples of Christian holiness. It is a truly unique and
wonderful experience that only happens every four
years!

Lastly, there will be a special collection this
weekend where we are asking for your ongoing help
and support of our ministry here at St. Peter the Apostle
- specifically to, and with our youth and young adults. |
am sincerely grateful for any prayers and financial
assistance you may be able to offer.
