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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

Monday, June 27th is
the feast of Our Lady of
Perpetual Help. This year the
Redemptorists are celebrating
the 150th anniversary of the
icon having been entrusted to us by Pope Pius the [Xth
with the mandate to “Make Her Known.” At one point
in the history of our province, almost 50% of the
religious vocations in the eastern province of the
Redemptorists came from either of the two Basilicas
dedicated to OLPH, one located in Brooklyn, NY and
the other in Boston, MA. Generations of priests and
brothers attribute some portion of their vocation story
to the intercession of our Blessed Mother. My personal
history with the blessed icon of OLPH is forever linked
with my grandmother. I learned of the Redemptorists
when I was in my senior year of high school. I was the
lawn boy for my grandmother’s old wooden-planked
house. Every week I would cut her lawn, edge the grass
along the sidewalk, and trim her bushes. After a hot
day in the sun, I would look forward to the giant glass
of Ice Tea she would have waiting for me, and I would
typically run to the only room in her house that had air
conditioning - her bedroom - to enjoy the beverage and
cool off. My grandmother’s old house and its many
rooms were no stranger to me. Yet, this one day the
visit to her bedroom for some brief relaxation and
comfort was uniquely different. As I gulped down the
tea and felt the sweat rolling down my back I looked
over and saw something I had never seen before. It was
a small and rather old encased picture of OLPH that
had the folding cardboard leg - responsible for holding
it up - missing on the back. It had to be supported by
Granny’s perfume bottles in order to stand upright. I
couldn't believe what I saw. I don't ever recall seeing
the small icon before. I immediately jumped up and
grabbed it while running into her living room and
exclaimed excitingly, “Granny... where did this come
from?” She replied, “Oh that old thing, I think I had
gotten that from a retreat on a pilgrimage bus trip I had
taken with the church years ago. The back of it broke
and I have to lean it up against my perfume bottle to
get it to stand up straight.”

Months before, I had gone up to visit St.
Alphonsus College, which served as the college
seminary for the Redemptorists and was located in
Suffield, CT from1964-1989. I had begun to ponder the
possibility of a religious vocation to the priesthood
years earlier as an altar server and student in our
Catholic grade school. Once I visited the seminary, it
seemed that beautiful and mysterious icon was in
almost every room in the house. It was in the chapel,
the dining room, the lobby, parlors, common room,
cont’d on p.2

library, and living quarters. I asked one of the seminarians
what that icon was and why it was scattered all throughout
the building? I quickly learned that if you want to see a
Redemptorist swell with pride and light up like a
Christmas tree, just ask a Redemptorist that question. I
slowly began to fall in love with the sacred icon and its
age-old legacy that led to the image hanging in the
Redemptorist Mother Church in Rome. When I saw that
same image in Granny’s bedroom, I thought that perhaps
God was trying to tell me something. Whenever we feel
anxious and afraid, or have a major decision facing us we
are most likely to turn to God in prayer. I asked the Lord,
“If this is what you are truly calling me to do, to serve you
as a priest in the Redemptorist order... then, give me a
sign.” Whether that was a sign from God, or simply the
“little push” I needed to enter seminary life and give it a
try - It seemed to have worked. I set out with the
Redemptorists in 1987, professed religious vows in 1990,
and ordained in 1996. I asked the Blessed Mother to
watch over me and my vocation. At Mount St.
Alphonsus, the graduate level seminary on the banks of
the Hudson River in upstate, New York, generations of
seminarians knelt in chapel before the icon of OLPH. In
fact, they did so with such great frequency, that a large
size indentation was obvious in the white marble where
generations of Redemptorists had knelt to pray for her
protection and intercession.

As we all gather to celebrate her during the
Sunday Masses on June 26th and especially on her feast
day on Monday, June 27th, join us as we pay tribute to the
woman who was so very much a part of the life of Christ
our Redeemer, and to countless generations of the faithful
men and women who struggle to find their way and turn
to our Blessed Mother for Her “Perpetual Help!”
