At this bountiful time of
From year, our Sunday readings teem with
the life and abundance. Both the first
t reading, from the book of Wisdom,
astor ung the Gospel passage from Mark
assure us that God did not make death or even will us
to be ill. Illness and death entered the world through
the presence of evil, the Wisdom author tells us. Mark’s
stories of Jesus healing a hemorrhaging woman and
resuscitating a dead little girl make it clear that Jesus
is from God. As the Son of God he does not will that
anyone suffer illness or death. In the face of such
power, the second reading, from Paul’s Second Letter
to the Corinthians, provides a stark contrast. Jesus,
who could raise the dead to new life, “though he was
rich, for your sake he became poor” (2 Corinthians
8:9). Our gift of new life from Christ demands our
response in charity.

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June 16, 2015

Dear Friends:

The World Meeting of Families — Philadelphia 2015 is now less than 100 days away. We are
overjoyed that so many people from across the United States and around the world will be joining
us. The visit of Pope Francis will be a historic, once-in-a-lifetime, event. As we continue to prepare,
we recognize that the World Meeting of Families and Papal visit have the potential to be one of the
largest events ever held in the United States.

Today, Philadelphia Mayor Michael A. Nutter and leaders of several key regional transportation
agencies, announced a broad overview of transportation plans relative to the World Meeting of
Families Congress (September 22-25) and the Papal visit (September 26-27). This initial plan
provides a framework for what pilgrims, visitors, and residents can expect. As more details about
the Papal visit are released, this plan will be revised and updated.

The City of Philadelphia and its regional transportation partners have worked diligently to craft a
plan that will maximize efficiency across all available systems - from buses, to planes, to trains, to
subways. With an expected 1.5 million visitors coming and 1.5 million residents who already live
and work in Philadelphia, transportation is - and remains - a priority for all of us.

The World Meeting of Families — Philadelphia 2015 will continue to work hand-in-hand with the
City and its transportation agencies to ensure access that is as safe and efficient as possible. Over
the years, Philadelphia has successfully and safely delivered numerous large scale events including
parades and concerts that drew visitors from across the nation. This preliminary transportation
plan is reflective of past experiences as well as best practices derived from several major events
held on the Benjamin Franklin Parkway.

We will provide as much helpful information as possible about traveling to and from the Congress
and the Papal visit, as well as highlight the many ways to explore our wonderful city. We are also in
the process of developing a “Papal Visit Playbook” for local residents, which will offer frequent
updates on events and travel.

our website at: www.WorldMeeting2015.org. We encourage using this as a “go-to” resource for
planning your visit. Rest assured we will continue to keep this updated so that you are fully
informed, especially as it relates to transportation issues.

We look forward to hosting the world this September. This will be one of the most transformative
and deeply meaningful shared moments ever experienced in the City of Brotherly Love and Sisterly
Affection.
