FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Dear Parishioners:

To be a Christian is to
live in the midst of “Creative
Tension.” So, what exactly
does that mean? We usually
do not like to be told no, to
have any kind of limits placed upon us that somehow
lessens our freedom. We do not like pain, sorrow,
disappointment, waiting or delay. We want what we
want, when we want it, how we want it, where we want
it... and we want it NOW... on our terms. That would
be the perfect description of a typical spoiled brat, an
out of control narcissist or ego-maniac. Yet, this is also
a good description of many priests and religious I have
met, church goers, choir members and those of various
church organizations, professionals and politicians, as
well as some of the best educated people with
University degrees and graduate and post-graduate
education. I see it often when people come searching
for the Sacraments of the church, most especially
marriage. However, it is in times when we do not get
what we want, when things do not go our own way that
the most spiritual growth and emotional maturation
takes place. It is always within the realm of the hard,
the difficult, the challenging that we find people and
groups in history defining their finest hour. As the
renowned spiritual writer, Fr. Richard Rohr states:

“The most effective organizations, I am told,
have both a “good boss” and a “bad boss,” who work
closely together. One holds us strongly, while the other
speaks hard truth to us and sets clear goals and limits

for us. Our naive sense of entitlement and overreaction
against all limits to our freedom are not serving us well
as parents and marriage partners, not to speak of our
needed skills as employees, students,
conversationalists, team players, or citizens. It takes the
pain of others to produce a humane and just
civilization, it seems.”

“Mature people invariably thank their harder
parent, law-driven church, kick-butt coach, and most
demanding professors—but usually years later. This is
a clear sign of having transcended. It is what we
should expect fifty to seventy-year-olds to say, and

He did so with the woman caught in adultery. He could
see the hypocrisy in the woman’s accusers when they only
brought one of the two involved. Perhaps they thought
that Jesus was going to affirm their righteous action. He
did not. Maybe they thought that he would also condemn
the woman and scold her or shame her publicly. He did
not. Perhaps the woman thought she would be completely
vindicated or have her actions brushed under the carpet.
Instead, Christ highlighted the “creative tension” that is
always needed for emotional and spiritual growth to take
place, the tug-of-war that takes place between justice and
compassion, that is, between the Law and the Spirit of the
Law. Thus, he does not condemn her but tells her from
this day forward, “Go and sin no more.” To me, that is
God’s compassionate “tough love.” As parents, a leader, a
boss, or as a friend... may we follow the rule of law, the
law of God, follow company policy, traffic laws, and
organizational bylaws that do somewhat limit our
individual freedom, yet, is done so for our own personal
and common good. May the Lord truly deliver the contrite
of heart from all sense of entitlement, and heal our
troubled hearts from any smug arrogance or self-
righteousness in order to make us better people. Just like
the best teachers and coaches would not tolerate
substandard performance and would draw out the very
best of our God-given talent and ability, let us teach and
mentor our children, develop our employees, team or staff
to strive to be the very best they can be. I close with a
quote from a plaque I keep on my office desk and read
again and again whenever I forget or lose heart.

“Excellence is the result of caring more than
others think is wise, risking more than others think is safe,
dreaming more than others think is practical and
expecting more than others think is possible.”

El ser Cristiano es

Tension Creativa.” Asi que

exactamente? Usualmente no nos gusta que nos digan
que no, que se nos pongan limites que de alguna
manera disminuye nuestra libertad.

Esto seria la
perfecta descripcion de un mocoso malcriado, un
narcisista sin control o un egocéntrico.
