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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

Wherever you have
humans... you have conflict:
competition for food, for money,
for power, for women, for land,
etc. Normally the competition is
civilized, occasionally it is brutal. Organizations are set
up for conflict. This is also true of church and faith-
based organizations. Again, organizations are set up for
conflict. Organization theory focuses on how
organizations build cooperation but in reality are often
strangers in the world of lived experience. So when
things get heated and competitive, how should we
react? The normal human reaction is to rise or fall to
the level of those around you; if they get angry, you get
angry. If they start blaming, you start blaming. This
does not move things forward. In practice, there are
some basic principles to follow:

1. Focus on the outcome: do you want to win an
argument or win an ally?

2. Remain positive: you will be remembered for how
you behave.

3. Listen and emphasize: it is very hard for people to
remain angry when they are being listened to.

4. Only deal with the issue when the other side is calm
and ready to listen.

5. Avoid blame.

Finally, how do you remain positive when
everyone else is being negative and hostile? Remember,
the moment you join in the game of making snide
remarks, you give the other side the chance to crawl out
of the gutter and get on their high horse by highlighting
your negative behavior. You have to enter the heart of
leadership and be the role model others want to follow.
When the immediate conflict is over, you will be
remembered more for how you behave than for the
merits of your argument. No one, least of all your boss,
cares for the "I said, he said, but we meant, anyway
they didn't..." routine. All that your righteous
indignation will achieve... is simply to throw more fuel
on the fire. It does not matter what your personal
strategy is for staying calm, as long as you have one
and it works.

For Catholics, the compass that guides us on
our way would be the 10 commandments, the
beatitudes, and the values of Christ taught through the
Gospel.
