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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

Have you ever felt like you
were in the middle of a
“Youtube” video? I recently
felt exactly that way when I
attended the Redemptorist International Youth Congress
in Granada, Spain just two weeks ago. The night before
we left we were to meet up with 34 members of the
Irish group for dinner. The meeting place was the front
steps of the Cathedral. I was the 1st to arrive with Fr.
Clement (a 74 year old Irish priest). Immediately, a
young, dirty-blond, thin and unkept street performer
came along and asked Fr. Clement for money. He asked
the young man what his name was, and immediately
discerned that his name was of Irish heritage. He also
asked him if he was Catholic and practiced his faith. “I
don’t go to church, but I believe in God,” the lad said.
The young man had a guitar with him, so Fr, Clement
asked him to play him an Irish folk melody. The youth
confessed that he really didn’t know any of the classic
folk hymns. Clement began to rattle off a litany of
songs, one after another, but the young man didn’t
know them. So the senior Redemptorist said to him,
“I’ve got no coin for you, but hand me that ‘Ole guitar
and I’ll teach you a few.” So the young man, handed the
priest his guitar, and Fr. Clement began to tune it and
then started to play. What happened next, brought tears
to my eyes.

There is an open air plaza, shaded in the evening by
surrounding houses, directly in front of the Catholic
Cathedral in Granada. As Fr. Clement began to strum
and sing, he began to light up like a Christmas tree - as
one could tell that he was deeply connected to his Irish
heritage and loved a good sing along with his family, at
the church, or at the local pub after having watch a good
football match. But as he sang, the other members of
the Irish delegation began to arrive for dinner at the
plaza. Since they were all coming from different
directions - arriving from North - South - East & West,
they recognized the songs and Fr. Clement and starting
to sing as they joined in and circled around Clement.
They would sing others songs that the newly arrived
chorus would all join in with great spirit and passion. A
formally tranquil plaza slowly transformed into a
growing crowd of bystanders who were just amazed at
what was happening. It ended up being a sort of Irish
mini-concert that night. Finally, Fr. Clement ended with
an audience participation song, that the entire Irish
group mimicked. The young, and seemingly homeless,
street performer looked on in disbelief. At the end,

Fr. Clement took off his floppy green fishing cap
covering his bald head and passed it around. When the hat
came back it was so very heavy & so full of European
Euros that it was hard to carry. Clement gave him the
money from the hat and said, “Not that’s how it’s done,
Lad. May God Bless ya!” The expression of the boy’s
face was one of pure astonishment. Then, the delegates
from the USA walked down the narrow Spanish streets in
search of a place to enjoy our Last Supper together. For
me, our meal together, and its table fellowship, was like
an extension of the Eucharist. More than that, I will never
forget the act of kindness that one of my Irish brothers
bestowed upon the young scrufty stranger on the steps of
the Cathedral. In the end, Fr. Clement never did give the
young man a cent. But perhaps he taught him how to
catch a fish... so that he may be able to eat and survive
with Love in his heart, a strong faith, a circle of friends,
and a desire to share one’s inner joy - through the power
and inspiration of a song!

(Alguna vez ha sentido como si
estuviera en medio de un video
de "Youtube"? Recientemente
asi me senti cuando asisti al
Congreso Internacional Juvenil
Redentorista en Granada,
Espaiia hace solo dos semanas.
La noche antes de irnos nos encontrabamos con 34
miembros de los irlandeses grupo para la cena. El lugar
de reunion era los escalones de la Catedral.
