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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear Parishioners:

FJ Nothing in this life

provides constant joy and
i satisfaction. Peak moments
in our lives like weddings,

baptisms, vacations, retreats, trips to an amusement
park, etc. are what typically bring us joy, refreshment,
peace, and new life. Some people falsely believe that
relationships, church, and prayer should always be
something that are constantly stimulating, interesting,
and never boring or mediocre. When in fact, most of
life on an ordinary day is just the opposite. Our prayer,
like much of life and relationships, is filled with ups
and downs. There are moments of excitement and
intensity in prayer, However, most days are pretty
ordinary and seemingly mediocre. Christ would go into
the desert to wrestle with his demons, and like Jacob
would wrestle with God himself from time to time. It is
when we go into our own desert time of prayer and
contemplation, our own space for meditation, that we
can be quiet and still and listen to the voice of God
speak to our heart. Jesus went into the desert and to
deserted places, where he spoke with God and was
tempted by the devil himself. The barren, dry,
lifelessness of the desert experience is where much
growth, insight, and understanding took place for him.
The same is also true for us. My Doctor has told me
that I need to exercise more. Physically, that is so very
true. However, there is also great need to “Exercise
my Demons” from my spiritual formation (mind &
heart) as well. Fr. Ronald Rolheiser, in his book
entitled, Prayer: Our Deepest Longing, Rolheiser
lists about six demons that are worth our time and
attention in an effort to deliberately avoid for our
health and well-being. The first four are:

Grandiosity: is the demon that tells us we are the
center of the universe, our lives are more important
than those of others. This is a demon which manifests
in our daydreams, and those inner voices we hear,
which always tells us that we are the special one, the
superstar, the one singled out for greatness. This is the
demon of self-preoccupation and self-centeredness,
forever urging us to stand out, to be special.

Loneliness: is the demon of unhealthy restlessness.
This is a demon of fear, which torments us by telling us
constantly that, at the end of the day, we will be alone,
unloved, excluded, and outside the circle. It makes us
pathologically desperate, looking always for someone
or something that can take our loneliness away.

Paranoia: is the demon of bitterness, anger, and

jealousy. It makes us believe that life has cheated us, that
we have not been given our just place, but the celebration
is always about others and never about us. This demon
fills us with the urge to be cynical, cold, distrustful, and
cursing.

Woundedness: is the demon that tells us our innocence
and wholeness are irretrievably broken and that, for us, it
1s too late. The best we can do now is to take consolation
in comfort, food, drink, pornography, drugs, or some such
thing.

Joylessness: the demon of self-pity it tells us that
joylessness is maturity, that cynicism is wisdom, and that
bitterness is justice. This is the demon that keeps us from
entering the room of celebration and joining the dance.
All of these demons are inside everyone of us. Just staring
them in the face is to enter into the desert of conversion
and the grace of God's redemption. Is this a frightening
thing? Yes, but the scriptures assures us that, if we do
muster the courage to face them, God will send angels to
minister to us, and these angels will bring along calm,
restfulness, patience, empathy, humility, solitude, joy,
playfulness, and humor.

My hope is that the Lord will give you the
seriousness of mind and heart, the deepest commitment
and dedication to wrestle with God as Jacob did in the Old
Testament. That you will have the fortitude to wrestle
with your own demons and human brokenness so that you
might come to a deep encounter of God’s grace and
mercy so as to live an ever more redeemed life. By
attending to our own process of conversion and renewal,
we are doing exactly what the doctor has ordered. We are
getting our exercise, by employing God’s help to
"Exercise" our demons. Our commitment to this
discipline will surely bring us health of mind body and
spirit.
