Dear Parishioners:

All of us struggle with
the seductive attractions of

r pride, ego, and arrogance
| from time to time. As
! Christians, we must

constantly remind ourselves... that no where in the

Bible did Jesus promote himself, for himself. The

Gospel of Matthew 6:33 tells us that we must "seek

first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all

other things shall be added unto you."

Thus, the one who pursues continual
conversion and renewal, must ask these questions:

1. Are you thinking more of yourself than you
should?

2. Who is your primary motivation in life...
God? Yourself? Other People?

It is important to remember the Christians who
do not seek the kingdom of God first, often, do not
seek it at all. Richard Foster, in his book Celebration of
Discipline, provides a simple list of ways to cut back
on distractions along the path of a Christian pilgrim.

e Buy things for their usefulness rather than for their
status.

e Reject anything that is producing an addiction in
you.

e Develop the habit of giving things away.

o Refuse to be propagandize by the custodians of
modern gadgetry. Time-saving devices almost
never save time, and they must be maintained.

e Learn to enjoy things without owning them.

e Develop a deeper appreciation of creation. Get
close to the earth. Walk whenever you can.
Discover once again that "the earth is the Lord’s
and everything in it." Psalm 24:1

e Look with healthy skepticism at all "buy now, &
pay later" schemes.

e Obey Jesus' instruction about plane, honest speech.
"Simply let your YES be YES, and your NO be
NO; anything beyond this comes from the evil
one." Matthew 5:37

e Reject anything that breeds oppression in others. In
a world of limited resources, does our lust for
wealth and pleasure mean poverty for others?

e Shun anything that distracts you from seeking first
the Kingdom of God. It is so easy to lose focus in
the pursuit of legitimate, even good things. Job,
position, status, family, friends, and security - these
and many more - can all too quickly become the
center of attention in our life.

Whenever we explore what it is like to think
speak and act as Jesus did... this journey of faith is
always a journey that goes within... That is to say, it is
