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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Dear Parishioners:

From a theological
point of view, Easter is the
center of the church year; but
Christmas is the most
profoundly human feast of

faith, because it allows us to feel most deeply the

humanity of God. The crib has a unique power to show
us what it means to say that God wished to be
“Emmanuelle” a “God with us,” a God whom we may
address in intimate language, who encounters us as a
child. This makes Christmas a feast that invites us - in a
unique way - to meditation, prayer, an internal act of
looking at the Christ child ... the Word of God...made
Flesh.

Most of us are already aware of the depictions
of the infant in the manger surrounded by animals are a
gift to us, and the church from the Middle Ages, thanks
to the visions and spirituality of St. Francis of Assisi.
The presence of animals in the manger scene, such as
the ox and the mule, are not simply products of pious
Christian imagination. The church’s faith in the unity of
the old and new Testaments have given them their role
as an accompaniment of the Christmas event. We read
in the prophet Isaiah: "The ox knows its owner, and the
mule... its masters crib.” The fathers of the church saw
in these words a prophecy that pointed ahead to the
new people of God, the church consisting of both Jews
and Gentiles. It is striking to note in the medieval
paintings of Christmas... how the artists give the two
animals almost human faces and how they stand before
the mystery of the Child and how they bow down in
awareness and reverence before His throne of straw.
(passage taken from Lob der Weihnacht - Pope
Benedict XVI).

Like the crib scene reminds us every year, let
us give Christ our undivided and unrestricted attention
this Holy Season. May the movement of the Savior in
swaddling clothes, stir up in us a calming peace and a
burning desire to discover him this Christmas, like the
shepherds did, in a stable... long, long ago. May the
Joy and Peace of Christ dwell in your homes now and
always!

Queridos Feligreses:

Del punto de vista
teologico, la Pascua es el
centro del ano eclesiastico;
pero la Navidad es la fiesta de
fe mas profundamente humana,

' porque nos permite sentir
profundamente la humanidad de Dios. El pesebre tiene
el poder tnico de ensefiarnos lo que significa decir que
Dios quiso ser “Emanuel” un “Dios con nosotros,” un
Dios a quien podemos acercarnos y hablarle en un
idioma intimo, quién nos encuentra como un nifio. Esto
hace la Navidad una fiesta que nos invita - en una
forma tnica - a la meditacion, oracion, un acto interno
de mirar a Cristo el Nifo... la Palabra de Dios...
