FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Dear Parishioners:

The mystery of the
Virgin Mary, in God’s salvific
plan, is manifested in the honor
that the early church gave to
her, calling her “Mother of God” almost since the
beginning. With this title, the Church proclaimed the
truth that “God sent His Son, who was born of a
woman... to save us...and give us the rights of children
of God” (Gal 4, 4-5). God so loved the world that he
sent His only Son so that by His death and resurrection,
all of us can come to enjoy eternal life.

When we declare that the Virgin Mary is
Mother of God, we find a great revelation, so much
about Jesus as of her. Each event in the life of Christ,
since his incarnation until the cross, resurrection and
ascension to the throne of God, is proof of the infinite
love of Jesus for human beings, as well as His divinity.
The Scriptures tell us that Mary treasured all of these
things and pondered over them in her heart (Luke 2, 19)
because she treasured those events as divine revelations.

Mary had a deep faith in God, who had called
her in such a special way, so one cannot think that
meditating the mysteries of God was something new in
her life. She cooperated with the divine plan of
salvation willingly, showing that she had consecrated
herself to God even before the angel visited her. Why?
Because she had the profound wish to do what was in
her power, to do her part so that the plan of the
Almighty would be carried out perfectly.

The life of the Virgin Mary encompasses a
| great teaching for all of the faithful. It is necessary that
in prayer, we reflect over the truths of God and treasure
them in our hearts, so that we will be bearers of the
word of life for the salvation of the world and of our
loved ones. What a privilege for us to be able to bring
Christ to others, or better yet, bring others to Christ!
