A LENTEN REFLECTION  
The holy Season of Lent is a gift given us by God. It is a time to 
come back to Him if we have wandered away and a time to come 
closer to Him if we are already near to Him. Lent is really about 
growing. It is meant to be a positive thing. The traditional Lenten 
activities of prayer, fasting, and charity are meant to do just this. It 
is evident how prayer does this. The time we spend in conversation 
with our God puts us on His wave length and makes us receptive to 
His ways.
