Lit Bit: Did you know? “Last Rites”

Part of our history, made popular in many movies, is the
idea of “Last Rites.” This has led to a popular misunder-
standing of what the rites are. What we used to call
Extreme Unction has come to be called the Anointing of
the Sick since Vatican II. It is no longer associated with
death, but rather, with healing. This is a sacrament that
can be received when one is ill, or facing surgery, or suf-
fering from the frailty of old age. The actual “last sacra-
ment” is Eucharist, or Holy Communion. We call it Viati-
cum, a Latin word that means “accompanying on the way”
as this sacrament is intended to be nourishment for the
final journey.

With All Your Heart offers a way to invite
Catholics to fully live their faith as members of St.
Vincent de Paul Parish. The aim is to strengthen
parish life by increased involvement, generosity,
and membership.
