Sea sickness / Car sickness is a o)
common disturbance of the inner ear /A.\’m
that is caused by repeated motion and mostly
affects children ages 2 to 12, pregnant women
and persons prone to migraines. Besides sea
travel, motion sickness can develop from
movement of a car or turbulence in a plane.
Symptoms: nausea, vomiting, dizziness,
sweating. Preventions: Boat - sit above deck
or in lower level cabin near center of ship.

Car - Sit in front seat. Plane - Sit in middle seat
over the wing. Other tips: *Don't read, text or
watch videos. *Don't face backwards from your
direction of travel. *Keep gaze fixed on horizon
or a fixed point. *Open a vent or source of fresh
air if possible. *Before and during travel avoid
excessive drinks, alcohol and food, especially
heavy, spicy or fat rich. *Avoid strong food
odors if possible. If these tips fail:

1. Mild cases - Ginger in capsules or tea.

2. Moderate - OTC antihistamines (Dramamine,
Antivert). Warning: can cause drowsiness.

3. Severe - Prescription medication. A patch
containing scopolamine is effective, but can
cause drowsiness or even confusion in older
