As | have been mentioning in my recent columns,
Bishop Robert Barron has put out a podcast that is
titled, “Five Reasons Catholics Don’t Evange-
lize.” (wordonfireshow.com/episode84). One excuse
we all can have is that “| am not as smart as a priest
or bishop.” Bishop Barron reminds us all that, like an-
ything in life, you have to practice to get better at it.
By the way, remember that this is when the topic of
church or spirituality comes up naturally in conversa-
tion and being ready to jump in. | believe this comes
up enough organically that we do not need to figure
out how to introduce the topic with others, other than
perhaps mentioning when we participated in Mass or
other church activities. Even we priests learn how to
talk about the faith in ways that make sense to others
through trial and error. In other words, over time we
get better at sharing Christ with others as long as we
do not wait until we are 100% ready. What you will
find after engaging a person in the faith is that you will
learn more for the next time when you need to look up
afterwards whatever you did not know or could not
explain very well. And over time you will develop your
own style and expression of withessing to the faith.
Then today’s Psalm will ring true for many who can
then say, “I will hear what God proclaims; the
LORD—for he proclaims peace.”
