Luke 7:36-8:3
Your faith has saved you; go in peace. (Luke 7:50)

Ignoring the gasps that must have been uttered by the guests, the woman burst into Simon’s house and made her way toward Jesus.  His earlier acts of kindness had stirred her heart and filled her with courage.  A seed of faith was growing in her, and she was compelled to worship him because of the love she was beginning to experience.

Surely the guests were disgusted.  Didn’t Jesus know who this woman was?  She didn’t deserve to speak to him, let alone touch him.  Sensing their discomfort, Jesus told Simon a story about two men who owed money to a moneylender.  In a sweeping move of undeserved kindness, the moneylender forgave their debts completely.
