His death on the Cross is the culmination of that
turning of God against himself in which he gives
himself in order to raise man up and save him. This is
love in its most radical form.

101 Why did Jesus have to redeem us on the Cross,
of all places?

The Cross on which Jesus, although innocent, was
cruelly executed is the place of utmost degradation
and abandonment. Christ, our Redeemer, chose the
Cross so as to bear the guilt of the world and to
suffer the pain of the world. So he brought the world
back home to God by his perfect love. [613-617, 622-623]

God could not show his love more forcibly than by allowing
himself in the person of the Son to be nailed to the Cross
for us. Crucifixion was the most shameful and most horrible
method of execution in antiquity. It was forbidden to
crucify Roman citizens, whatever crimes they were guilty
of. Thereby God entered into the most abysmal sufferings
of mankind. Since then, no one can say "God does not know
what I'm suffering.”
