SPONSOR LETTERS -  Canon (Church) Law mandates 
that a Godparent for Baptism and a Sponsor for Confirmation be 
an active, Confirmed Catholic. An active Catholic is a parishioner 
who is registered, attends Mass weekly, contributes to the support 
of the Church, is in a valid Catholic marriage (an individual 
married civilly by a judge, mayor, or divorced and remarried 
without an annulment is not eligible to act as a sponsor) and 
publicly leads a life compatible with Church teaching. Please note 
that we can only write Letters of Eligibility for parishioners who 
meet these criteria.

But we 
must remember that Scripture and our Church teach us that 
Man was not made for rest.  The Garden of Eden was not a 
place of rest.  God said in Genesis: “Be fruitful and multiply, fill 
the earth and subdue it.” 
St. John Paul II, teaches us in his encyclical Laborem Exercens,

being and indeed, in a sense, becomes ‘more a human being.” 
For the last week our brothers and sisters in Texas, Louisiana 
and, many from the rest of the country, have been working 
nonstop to rescue their neighbors.  
Not all of us can go and help, but through prayer and sacrifice, 
we are called 
to demonstrate 
our love for 
these brothers 
and sisters in 
need.  
Scripture does 
not mince 
words when 
telling us what 
our duty is: 
“The way we 
came to know 
love was that 
He laid down His life for us; so we ought to lay down our lives for 
our brothers. If someone who has worldly means sees a brother 
in need and refuses him compassion, how can the love of God 
remain in him?  Children, let us love not in word or speech but in 
deed and truth.”   1 John 3:16-18. 
“What good is it, my brothers, if someone says he has faith but 
does not have works? Can that faith save him?  If a brother or 
sister has nothing to wear and has no food for the day, and one 
of you says to them, ‘Go in peace, keep warm, and eat well,’ but 
you do not give them the necessities of the body, what good is 
it?  So also faith of itself, if it does not have works, is dead.”
