
A MESSAGE FROM FR. JERRY 
On this feast of The Most Holy Trinity we celebrate the most basic Mystery of Chr istian faith.  It is the 

revelation by Jesus of the inner life of God—that God Who is One is three persons, Father, Son, and Holy 

Spirit. The Holy Trinity is a Divine Communion of Love. In every way “God is Love”; and the Three-in-

Oneness of the Trinity embodies all the kinds of Love we know.  It is this communion we are invited to 

share by our participation in the life of faith, hope, and charity by the Holy Spirit in union with Christ Jesus 

our Lord.
