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Dear Friends:





Jesus’ “hearers” in the synagogue really did not know what to make of him.  I say “hearers” rather than listeners because if they were truly listening they would have realized that what he was saying to them was not all that new.   Their objection lay in the manner of presentation.  Unlike the scribes who always ascribe what they are presenting to an authority found in the Law of Moses, Jesus deals with the issues in a more direct manner and offers himself as the sole authority.  This drove a wedge between Jesus and his listeners, many of whom were of the Jewish religious leadership; and consequently, they closed their minds and their hearts to what Jesus was saying.  That brings us to the antiphon and Psalm 95: “If today you hear his voice, harden not your hearts.”  The Israelites when in the desert hardened their hearts and complained about the Lord not giving them what they needed.  However, the Lord ever faithful provided all that they needed, and then some.  The Lord provides for us too so faithful he is.  Our response to that faithfulness is an open heart, for an open heart will help us to live as disciples of our Lord Jesus Christ.
