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Dear Friends:





“If you wish, you can make me clean.” Rather than a request or even a dare, the leper makes his profession of faith in Jesus.  He states that Jesus has the power to heal if he so desires.  Jesus so desires to heal the leper.  As a matter of fact, Jesus is the ultimate sign of God’s healing love.  Jesus also expresses the will of God: that all humanity should be healed.  Upon healing the leper, Jesus instructs him that he is to tell no one but to show himself to the priests, who will verify his clean state and readmit him to the community from which his leprosy had isolated him.  Unfortunately for Jesus, the former leper proclaimed his healing power far and wide so that no matter where Jesus would go he would most certainly attract attention.  Jesus becomes the center of our attention for he provides an example for all of us to follow.  Our Baptism calls forth from us our participation in the healing ministry of our Lord Jesus Christ.  As individuals and as members of the community called Church, we are called to heal: heal the brokenhearted, heal the poor, heal the sick and infirmed, heal the prisoner, etc.  Healing in this sense is to offer hope; and sometimes to even reverse the situation.  As we start this year’s House of Charity/Bishop’s Annual Appeal we have the golden opportunity to do just that—to give hope where hope has been lost, especially in our outreach to the poor.  As we begin this appeal let us remember that it is God’s will that we receive his healing love; and the Lord calls forth our participation to share the healing love with others.
