Dear Friends:





We have all had to become familiar with, if not memorize, the Ten Commandments.  In our first reading from the Book of Exodus, God delivers these commandments to Moses and to the Israelites with the stipulation that if they want to peacefully dwell in the land the Lord will give to them, they need to obey them.  If we reflect upon these commandments, we realize that they form the very essence of biblical justice and righteousness.  They express the love which the people are called by the Lord to have for Him and for one another.  For the people of Israel, the Ten Commandments or the Law was the sign of the Lord’s presence.  For us as Roman Catholic Christians, Jesus is the definitive and ultimate sign of the Lord’s love.  The people of Jesus’ time were looking for signs, signs of the coming Messiah.  Jesus’ cleansing of the temple in today’s passage from the Gospel of John is a sign that belief in Jesus would replace the temple and all that it would signify.  Jesus is not simply cleaning house, but he signaling to all believers that he is the new deposit of the Father’s love.  “Destroy this temple and in three days I will raise it up,” he challenges them.  The new temple would indeed be destroyed: Jesus would be nailed to the cross, and in three days Jesus would rise from the dead.  As Paul writes in today’s passage from his First Letter to the Corinthians, Jesus Christ is the power of God and the wisdom of God.  For us believers, our baptism into his death and resurrection is a share in that power and wisdom.
