1. Explanation of the Mass continued: The Eucharistic prayer, a prayer of thanksgiving and asking for God's blessing, is the center and high point of the entire Liturgy. In the introductory dialogue the priest invites the people to lift their hearts to God in prayer and thanks. This attitude of thanksgiving is key to the Eucharist and is an attitude that should permeate our lives as Eucharistic people. The priest unites the people with himself as he prays in their name addressing God as Father through Jesus Christ in the power of the Holy Spirit. In this Eucharistic Prayer the priest acknowledges the works of God and at the same time offers up the gifts and lives of the people in union with Christ's own sacrifice and gift of Himself.

In the preface the priest praises the Father in the name of the entire people of God. He gives thanks for the work of salvation or for some special aspect of it in keeping with the day, feast, or season. United with the angels, the congregation sings the Sanctus or Holy, Holy. In the early Church the favorite way of representing the salvation which is ours in Christ was to show that it associates us with the blessed spirits of heaven. By being part of that body we are able to take the place of the fallen angels. The Holy, Holy is a reminder that the earthly church should take part in the heavenly singing of praise to God.

“Do not be afraid; just have faith.” Mark 5:21-43 St. Mark tells us of two people who had great faith in Jesus and the consequences of their faith. He starts with Jarius, the synagogue official, who pleads with Jesus to heal his daughter who is dying? Before revealing the end of the story of Jarius, St. Mark tells of the woman who spent much of her life with a painful and debilitating condition of hemorrhages. She believed she would be healed if she but touched the hem of Jesus’ garment.  She succeeds and is healed. Jesus tells her “Daughter, your faith has saved you. Go in peace and be cured of your affliction.” St. Mark then returns to Jarius who is told not to bother Jesus further because his daughter has died. Jesus tells him “Do not be afraid; just have faith.” He has faith and his daughter is saved by his faith. Jarius and the woman with hemorrhages compel us to examine the quality and strength of our faith. Jesus is telling us, “Do not be afraid, just have faith.” Have we heard Jesus say, “Your faith has saved you. Go in peace”?
