Pastor Notes: 
1. Explanation of the Mass continued: The Eucharistic Prayer is described in the General Instruction on the Mass as the “center    and high point of the entire celebration.” This prayer is not a private prayer of the priest, but rather a prayer of the whole church, spoken or sung by the priest on behalf of all. The priest continually uses the plural pronouns “we” and “us” in the prayer, speaking in the name of the whole church -- “we give thanks”, “we remember”, “let us proclaim.”

In listing the important parts of the Eucharistic Prayer the General Instruction places acclamation as the second most important aspect of the Eucharistic Prayer. All take part in the Eucharistic Prayer by sharing in the acclamations. The Eucharistic Prayers for children has a number of acclamations to engage the congregation in this prayer of thanksgiving and praise. This could become a model for other Eucharistic Prayers. 

After the acclamations the church makes a living memorial of Jesus' sacrificial dying and rising that took place once and for all. Through this “re-presentation” or storytelling, the church makes it possible for the assembly to enter into Jesus's sacrifice and make it their own. “In memory of his death and resurrection we offer you, Father, this life-giving bread, this saving cup.” By remembering we become part of the Jesus' “sacrifice of praise.” 
2. I want to thank everyone for your warm reception of our missionary from Nigeria, Fr. Vincent O’Koye. Our second collection brought in about $3,200. He will be coming back in August to take my place while I am on vocation. You can still make donations to his diocese. Checks should be made out to St. Joseph Church with Nigeria Mission in the memo.

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FORMING GOOD STEWARDS
“His heart was moved with pity for them, for they were like sheep without a shepherd.” Mark 6:30-34 Jesus was well acquainted with sheep. Then, as now, herds of sheep were everywhere. In countries like Israel and Jordan sheep have the right of way because they have roamed the land for centuries before modern transportation. But without a shepherd to lead and protect them sheep scatter, may not be able to find food and water, and are defenseless against predators. Yet, many believed and followed Jesus. Do we believe and follow Jesus?
