FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT 

The Gospel today is familiar, perhaps too 
familiar. What happens with the familiar is 
that, thinking we know all about it we tune out 
and miss the details. Here are a few details I’d 

like to call to your attention. First, there was a Father who 
had TWO sons. Both sons are very different and both have 
their issues. But the Father loves them both. So it is with 
God, our Father. Though we are all different and have our 
own issues the Father loves us.  Secondly, both sons are 
distant from the Father. We like to think of the one son as 
obedient and the other not. But it is not that simple. Even 
the obedient son struggles to love his father and sees 
obedience to his Father as a kind of slavery. He resents his 
Father and is angry that his Father hasn’t given him 
everything he wants. He wanted a “kid goat to celebrate 
with my friends.” But the goal in life is not to celebrate with 
your friends but to celebrate with the Father. And when the 
Father does celebrate, the son resentfully refuses to enter. 
His Father pleads with him to enter. And then the story 
ends. Did the son enter or stay outside? This story must be 
completed by you and me. The Father is pleading for us to 
enter. Will we? Will our children and spouses, family and 
friends enter? You finish the story.  

SECOND SCRUTINY—At the 4:30pm Mass on Saturday 
we celebrated the second of three scrutinies for our 
candidates. The scrutinies help those who will be baptized 
at Easter to confront the reality of sin in their lives and to be 
strengthened by God’s Grace to persevere on the way to 
salvation. Please keep our catechumen and candidate in 
prayer during their journey.

HOLY HOUR and STATIONS OF THE CROSS—are held 
throughout Lent every Friday in the church starting with a 
Holy Hour at 6pm and followed by Stations of the Cross 
at 7pm.

DAILY MASS—It is a worthy practice to attend daily Mass 
during Lent. Consider attending Mass on a 
weekday in the Chapel (Monday—Friday at 
7am and 8am on Saturday) either one day a 
week or each weekday. The Mass is especially 

designed with workers in mind and ends promptly by 
7:30am. Come and pray to start your day. Morning prayer 
from the Liturgy of the Hours is celebrated at 7:30am 
following Mass for those who wish to stay. 

OPERATION RICE BOWL—Our Sunday School students 
have begun their Lenten alms-giving project. Parishioners 
are also asked to participate. We will pray, fast, learn and 
give as a way to reach out in solidarity with our brothers 
and sisters around the world through this simple yet 
powerful Lenten practice. Rice bowls are in the rear of 
the church and should be returned by Palm Sunday. 

On Wednesday evenings during Lent, visit any church in 
the Archdiocese and entrust yourself to God through the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation. If it's been a long time since 
you've gone to confession, don't worry! Any priest will 
guide you or pick up a brochure on making a good
