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2016 LENTEN REGULATIONS 
• The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent are Ash Wed. 

and Good Friday. The other Fridays of Lent are days of Abstinence. 
• On a day of Fast, only one (1) full meal is permitted, and two (2) 

smaller meals, which, if added together, would not exceed the main 
meal in quantity.  Those between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged 
to fast. 

• On a day of Abstinence, no meat may be eaten.  Those who have 
reached the age of 14 are obliged by the law of abstinence. 

• The obligation to observe the laws of Fast and abstinence       
“substantially”, or as a whole, is a serious obligation. 

• The Fridays of the year, outside of Lent, are designated as days of    
penance, but each individual may substitute for the traditional     
abstinence from meat some other practice of voluntary self-denial 
as penance. 

• The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter Duty*) extends 
from the First Sunday of Lent, February 14, 2016 to the Solemnity 
of the Holy Trinity, May 22, 2016. 

 

*Canon 920, §1. All the faithful, after they have been initiated into the Most 
Holy Eucharist, are bound by the obligation of receiving Communion at least 
once a year.

FROM OUR TRADITION 
If there is such a thing as a Catholic “trademark” it is the sign of the 
cross, first traced on the senses of catechumens as they begin the 
journey to baptism, or on the forehead of an infant who is brought to 
the doors of the church at baptism. As early as the third century, Chris-
tians were tracing the sign of the cross on their bodies. At first, the 
cross was traced on the forehead during times of prayer and daily 
occupations. We use a similar small cross today as we trace the cross 
over on the forehead, lips, and heart at the Gospel during Mass. Much 
later, the full-body sign traced from forehead to heart to shoulders took 
shape, perhaps copying the priest’s gesture of blessing with the con-
secrated host during Mass. Today, this superb baptismal gift is a sign 
of belonging to Christ and the community, a way of focusing our atten-
tion, of asking for God’s blessing, of tracing on our shoulders a willing-
ness to find meaning in life’s burdens. In the sign of the cross, we 
have an ever available means of expressing gratitude for our baptism.
