First Sunday of Lent ~ February 22, 2015




My dear parishioners,

I recently received a phone call from a young man who used to come and talk to
me about the faith. His mother is a devout, practicing Catholic but was concerned about
her son. He had gotten a hold of several anti-Catholic packets that attacked our faith and
made outrageous claims. He visited me several times to try to show me how wrong the
Catholic faith was. We had some serious conversations and I tried not to lose my pa-
tience. One of the areas we discussed was the presence of Jesus in the Eucharist and the
whole concept of adoration of the Blessed Sacrament. When he left, I felt that maybe I
had not done a sufficient job in explaining things to him. When he called me the other
day, he told me that he is applying to the college seminary to study for the Catholic
priesthood. It was not the kind of call I expected. I asked him how it came about. He
said after talking to me he decided to go for confirmation classes, became an altar
server, started praying the rosary everyday and made visits to the Blessed Sacrament. It
was beautiful to hear his story of how the Blessed Sacrament was instrumentally in his
conversion and his discernment of the priesthood. I ask that you pray for him as he con-
tinues his discernment and application process.

I mention this story to you because I want all of you to see the power of Jesus in
the Eucharist. Monday through Friday we have Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament,
Wednesday in the main church and the other days in the chapel downstairs. People
come to pray in the presence of Jesus, who is truly there. Whether it is for five minutes
or an hour or more, Jesus can convert hearts of those who sit before him. I strongly en-
courage everyone to try to make a visit to the Blessed Sacrament at least weekly. One
of the reasons we have the adoration on Wednesdays in the main church is to encourage
parents who bring or pick up their children from religious education to make a visit.
Come and pray for a while or even pray the whole time your children are in classes.
Come and experience the beauty of being before the Lord. My favorite form of prayer is
to be before the Blessed Sacrament and I want all of you to experience the comfort I
receive being before Jesus. This would be a great Lenten exercise; come and see.
