My dear parishioners,

A few years back I was at the Cathedral-Basilica of St. James, downtown Brooklyn, and sitting down in a
pew. I was praying, but one of the bishops came over to me and asked why I was using my phone. I told him I
was praying. He did not realize at that time that many people could use their phones to pray. This week I want to
share with you the different applications (apps) that are available for smartphones to use with prayer:

1. iBreviary — probably the most favored app of priests. It contains the breviary for each day (the prayers
priests must say everyday). It also has the readings for Mass, prayers for Mass and a lot more. It is
popular with priests because we do not have to carry the big book with us everywhere we go. It allows
you to download the prayers in several languages, including English, Spanish, Italian, French, Latin
and more.

2. Truth and Life — Allows for the download of the entire Bible with the Revised Standard Version (RSV)
— Catholic Edition. Also has feature for audio, to hear the Scriptures read to you. I use this one to find
verses and if I do not have a Bible handy.

3. Divine Mercy — by the Marians of the Immaculate Conception, explains the Divine Mercy devotions,
helps you to pray the Divine Mercy chaplet, story of St. Faustina.

4. Mary — also by the Marians of the Immaculate Conception, explains devotion to the Blessed Virgin
Mary, explains different dogmas in relation to her and also helps one to pray the rosary.

5. Mass Times — allows you to find a Catholic church close to you and provides Mass times, especially
helpful when on vacation or a business trip. Also has daily Mass readings, info on the saint of the day,
etc.

6. Confession: A Roman Catholic App — helps you to prepare for confession, has an examination of con-
science, and has Act of Contrition. I have seen younger people use this one.

7. Scriptural Rosary — another app to help praying with the rosary, provides images and Scripture verses
for each mystery.

These are just a few of the ones I have used or come across that | find helpful. There are many more. Our phones
can be used not just for Facebook, texting and talking, but instruments for our prayer. For the last few weeks, I
have been encouraging people to come to adoration of the Blessed Sacrament. I hope that theses apps will help
many of you in your prayer.
