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Pastoral Message 
 

Brothers and sisters, what we have waited for so long is 
finally here. As Jesus said in the gospels, “the hour has 
come for the Son of Man to be glorified.” 
The hour has come to celebrate our Holy Week, because 
it’s during this time that the Christian people remem-
ber, celebrate and live the mysteries of redemption. Be 
part of this big celebration. 
 
Holy Thursday starts with a Chrism Mass, in which all the 
priests in the diocese and the Bishop get together to remem-
ber the institution of two sacraments: the Eucharist and the 
Holy Orders. This year Gloria and Greg Medernach, and Ju-
lieta and Carmen Jacobo, will be representing our parish in 
this celebration, in which they will receive the holy oils that 
will be used throughout this year for different sacraments. 
 
During these holy days we are having only two bilingual 
masses: the Last Supper and the Easter Vigil. I have thought 
about not having bilingual masses this year, but after con-
sulting it with the Parish Council, staff and some parishion-
ers, they proposed keeping these two bilingual celebrations 
as a sign of unity and cultural encounter around the 
altar. It was a unanimous decision and I think that the rea-
sons given were excellent, a symbol of unity and of learning 
to share with others that are unlike us. Here is where we see 
how much we believe in the church mystery of being the 
Body of Christ. 
 
Invite your family and friends to celebrate the greatest mys-
teries of redemption: 
On Good Friday we will have the Citywide Way of 
the Cross in Aurora at 10 a.m. This is a beautiful tradi-
tion that steps out of Sacred Heart church and ends at St. 
Nicholas church. Bishop David Malloy will lead the pro-
cession along with seminarians from the Diocese of Rock-
ford. Bishop Malloy wanted to invite his seminarians to im-
merse them in the cultural reality of the diocese. 
 
For many years this Way of the Cross was held in Spanish, 
but not anymore. Now it’s bilingual, as a sign of broth-
erhood and unity. For several years I have participated in 
this journey and it’s a beautiful, revitalizing and relaxing 
experience. Everyone is invited. 
 
Those who cannot make it at that time, we have a Way of the 
Cross celebration in English in church at 2:15 p.m., with 
Deacon Rick Martin. The Easter Vigil will be shorter because 
we won’t have baptisms (of course, I would rather have bap-
tisms, even if the ceremony takes a little longer. When some-
one gets baptized the Church of Christ grows.) 
 
Brothers and sisters, we are waiting for you in church to cel-
ebrate our Holy Week. Defend your faith by celebrating 
your faith in public.
