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Pastoral Message

Dear friends,

The first time I went driving by myself to the Chicago area, I got lost. I remember I went to a classical music con-
cert and then after the concert, when I was heading back home (Huntley), I got lost. I didn’t know where I was, I didn’t
have a GPS with me, and my cellphone was dead. I was alone and a little afraid. I wanted to stop and ask for directions,
but I didn’t trust the neighborhood where I was. It seemed a little dangerous to me. So, unable to find the highway, and
afraid to stop in that place I kept driving, until eventually I found a Route I knew. I found Route 14. I knew that Route 14
passed near Huntley, so I took it. I also knew that Route 14 had many lights and stop signs along its way, but I didn’t care
about it because I knew it would take me home. I took Route 14 and stuck to it, and after a couple hours I got home safe
and sound.

Similarly, when the disciples found out that Jesus was the Messiah they remained close to Him because they
knew that he was the way to the Father. In today’s Gospel Jesus explains to them the path he will walk before the resur-
rection. Jesus teaches them the things that will happen to him. He explains the suffering, rejection, and death he would
experience. He warns them about his path: “Whoever wishes to come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and
follow me. For whoever wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake and that of the gospel will
save it” (Mark 8:34-35).

All of us at some point of our lives have felt lost, alone, or afraid. What can we do when we are lost? We may ask
for directions, or we may keep going until we find the way. We Catholics, who have experienced the person of Jesus,
know that he is the way that leads us to a better life. He is the way to the Father, he is our way home. So, we stick to Je-
sus even if it implies sacrifices, hard work, and stop signs along the way. We are filled with joy and hope, because we are
on our way home.

La primera vez que fui manejando solo al area de Chicago me perdi. Recuerdo que habia ido a un concierto de musica
clasica, y después del concierto, cuando me dirigia a casa (Huntley), me perdi. No sabia donde estaba, no tenia GPS, y mi celu-
lar estaba muerto. Estaba solo y con un poco de miedo. Queria bajarme del carro para pedir direcciones, pero no confiaba en el
barrio donde yo andaba, ya que se veia un poco peligroso. Perdido, incapaz de encontrar la autopista, y con miedo de detener-
me segui manejando, hasta que encontré una carretera que yo conocia, me encontré con la Ruta 14.
