Pastoral Message

In today’s Gospel Jesus tells us that the greatest of the com-
mandments is ‘to love God with all our heart, soul, and
mind”, and that the second one is “to love our neighbor”.

But, what does it mean ‘to love’? what exactly Jesus’ words
mean? We use the word love in many ways, we say ‘we love
God’ but we also say, ‘we love cats and dogs’, ‘we love our
cars and clothes’, ‘we love this beautiful weather’, ‘we love
our parents and friends’, ‘we love our food’, ‘we love our
school’, yet all these loves are not said in the same degree of
love.

Maybe the Greek language can help in understanding the
different acceptations of love. For the Greek tradition love is
expressed in four different ways. When we will (seek) the
good of the other, love is called ‘agape’. When love is more
concentrated in the physical attraction is called ‘Eros’. The
affection between siblings, or parents and children, or
friends, or the enjoyment of an activity is called ‘philia’. The
love for our country or our favorite team is called ‘Storge’.
Knowing these general descriptions, with what kind of love
we should love God? Agape? Eros? Philia? Or Storge?

Jesus in the Gospel says how we should love God and our
neighbor: “with all our heart, with all our soul, and with,
and all our mind”. Love to God is agape because we allow
the goodness of God to dwell within us, to transform our
lives in his. Love to God is Eros because our body is an ex-
pression of God, and when we respect our bodies as temples
of the Holy Spirit we are loving God with our bodies. Love
to God is ‘Philia’ because in Jesus we discover the friend
and confident, to whom we talk and share whenever we
need him. Love to God is “Storge” because we got to enjoy
the moments when we celebrate the sacred liturgy and ado-
ration, the beauty and art of our churches, the presence of
God through art and nature.

We ought to love God with every single act of our lives.

En el evangelio de hoy, Jests nos dice que el mas grande de los
mandamientos es 'amar a Dios con todo nuestro corazon, alma y
mente'; y que el segundo es "amar a nuestro préjimo".

Pero, équé significa 'amar'? ¢Qué significan exactamente las
palabras de Jestis? Usamos la palabra amor de muchas mane-
ras, decimos 'amamos a Dios' pero también decimos, 'amamos a
los gatos y perros', 'amamos nuestros autos y nuestra ropa’,
'amamos este hermoso clima', 'amamos a nuestro padres y ami-
gos”, "amamos nuestra comida", "amamos a nuestra escuela",
sin embargo, todos estos amores no se dicen en el mismo grado

de amor.

Puede ser que el idioma griego nos ayude a comprender las dife-
rentes acepciones del amor. Para la tradicién griega, el amor se
expresa de cuatro maneras diferentes. Cuando buscamos
(queremos) el bien del otro amor, lo llamamos '4gape'; Cuando
el amor esta mas concentrado en la atraccion fisica es llamado
'Eros'; El afecto entre hermanos, o padres e hijos, o amigos, o el
disfrute de una actividad es llamado 'philia’; El amor por nues-
tro pais, o nuestro equipo favorito, es llamado 'Storge'.
¢Sabiendo estas descripciones generales con qué tipo de amor
debemos amar a Dios? ¢Agape? ¢Eros? ¢Philia? ¢O Storge?

Jests en el evangelio dice como debemos amar a Dios y a nues-
tro proéjimo: "con todo nuestro corazdn, con toda nuestra alma,
y con toda nuestra mente". El amor a Dios es “agape” porque
permitimos que la bondad de Dios more en nosotros, que trans-
forme nuestras vidas en la suya. El amor a Dios es ‘Eros’ porque
nuestro cuerpo es una expresion de Dios, y cuando respetamos
nuestros cuerpos como templos del Espiritu Santo, estamos
amando a Dios con nuestros cuerpos. El amor a Dios es 'Philia’
porque en Jests descubrimos al amigo y confidente, con quien
hablamos y compartimos cuando lo necesitamos. El amor a Dios
es "Storge" porque disfrutamos los momentos en que celebra-
mos la sagrada liturgia y adoracion, la belleza y el arte de nues-
tras iglesias, la presencia de Dios a través del arte y la naturale-
za.

Debemos amar a Dios con cada acto de nuestras vidas.
