given vocation.  So let us take time to fully appreciate the 
fact that today is the greatest day to rejoice that God has 
a unique plan for each of our lives, and lets strive our 
best to following His voice so that we can receive His life 
to the fullest and so that we can in turn radiate the glory 
of the resurrection to the world!
