SACRAMENTAL GUIDELINES tion.

Baptisms- In order to have a child baptized in this parish: (a) at least one parent must be a practicing Catholic and a
registered member of this parish for at least 3 months, and (b) the parents must take the Baptism Class unless they
have taken the class within the last 3 years.

First Holy Communion —In order to receive First Holy Communion, a child must: (a) be at least 7 years old and a regis-
tered member of this parish, (b) be able to demonstrate sufficient understanding of the sacrament, and (c) have been
in the Faith Formation program for at least one year prior to the taking the First Holy Communion program.

Confirmation-- In order to be Confirmed, a youth must (a) be a baptized and practicing Catholic, (b) a registered
member of this parish, (c) at least 15 years old or a sophomore in high school, and (d) have been in the Faith For-
mation program for at least_2 years immediately prior to the Confirmation program. ( Adults and those in OCIA follow
different guidelines.)

Marriage — A couple wishing to be married at St. Mary, Mother of God must fulfill these requirements: (a) at least one
of them must be a practicing Catholic and registered in this parish ( a former member of the parish or others must
have a letter of permission from their current pastor authorizing them to marry outside of that parish); (b) they must
have indicated to the priest or deacon of this parish their desire to be married here at least 6 months prior to the pro-
jected date of their marriage; and (c) have completed the required Marriage Preparation program. No arrangements
for a reception should be made until the date for the projected marriage has been confirmed by the Parish Office.

Twentieth Sunday in Ordinary Time

"The Jews quarreled among themselves, saying, 'How can this man give us his flesh to eat?" Today's Gospel
continues Jesus' Bread of Life discourse where he emphasizes over and over again that his followers are to
"eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood." Not surprisingly, his listeners don't know what to make
of this mysterious teaching. So the quarrels begin. We can imagine what was being said: "He's just using
analogies," one man would suggest. "No! He says it's 'true food' and 'true drink," another would reply. Others
would accuse Jesus of blaspheming, while still others would assert that they believe every word he says. And
so it went.

This scene is all too common. People encounter a difficult teaching of the faith--one that is challenging to ful-
fill or difficult to believe--and so they argue about it or rationalize it away instead of just accepting it and living
according to it. On a large scale, these sorts of arguments are what lead to the breakdown of Christian unity.
Time and time again in history, when a group of people disagrees about a Christian teaching, they splinter off
and define their own set of beliefs. Not only does this harm the harmony of the Christian community, but it
makes it too easy to avoid the tough parts of the faith.

Some of the things Jesus wants us to do are difficult--like respecting God's plan for sexuality or controlling our
urges for unrestrained pleasure, power, or profit. Some of the things Jesus taught us are mysterious--like the
teaching that the Eucharist is truly his body and blood. But thankfully he has given us his Holy Spirit to help us
understand and do what we should. Let's not waste our time arguing about the faith. Let's just live it.
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On Saturday, August 15th, the Rosary Evangelization Apostolate is launching the 2015 National 54 day Rosary
Novena for the family and marriage. These are key issues of our day, especially with the upcoming World Meeting
of Families and the Synod on the Family. This Novena will conclude on October 7, 2015, on the Memorial Feast of
Our Lady of the Rosary.
