    We now have 19 scholarships for students in our parish in Nicaragua. These scholarships are sponsored by individuals in Shelby 
    County and the Harlan Knights of Columbus.  Padre Alexis has selected the students and has identified one more student wanting 
    a scholarship. We would love to find a Shelby County family to sponsor this last student.  If anyone is interested, please contact 
    me. Thank you for your overwhelming support of this scholarship project.

    Ana Gil, Mary Iig and Charlotte are working on our curriculum for the English classes to be held in Nicaragua this winter.  We 
    have met with the Spanish teachers at our high school and have set up a time for Padre Alexis to meet with our Spanish students 
    while he is here. 

    Our solar project has been completed in two of our communities. Twenty-five families now have electricity. When Padre visits in 
    September, we will be selecting the next two communities that we will offer solar panels to.

    We are busy planning Padre's schedule while he is here the week of Sept. 16 through Sept. 22.  We plan to have Padre visit all six
    parishes in Shelby County, as well as the Dairy, the local farms, and our schools. In addition, bee keeping is a potential business 
    enterprise for the people of Villa Sandino.  Currently, they are harvesting honey from wild bees, but there are no organized bee 
    keepers. We will be taking Padre to visit Joe Keane’s bee yards and Smitty Bee’s operation so Padre can gain an understanding of 
    how bee keeping works.
