Welcome to Church of the Annunciation

As you can see from the inserts in the bulletin, this is National Vocation Awareness Week - November 4 - 8. This is not
a topic that most people even think about. We go to church, and as long as there is a priest present for Mass there is no
need to be concerned about promoting vocations. I am also aware that having this article in the bulletin is definitely not
reaching people who need to be encouraged or invited to think about a vocation to religious life. So, those of you who
are reading this bulletin article, I want to invite you to support religious vocation through your prayer and efforts, en-
couraging young people to think about participating in church ministry as an option to their life-choices. If we want to
have leadership in our church, we have to do our part because there is a crisis, and there has been one for some time.
Most of the parishes all over the Unites States used to have one or two associates assisting the pastor with parish re-
sponsibilities, and today it is a rarity to have associates in any parish.

So, what happened? When I was a vocation director for the Missionaries of the Precious Blood, there was still a response
from young people to make priesthood or religious life an option to consider. Today young people do not find that to be ap-
pealing anymore. Yes, we have the sexual abuse crisis that has been looming over the Church for a while, but I don't think
that is on young peoples' radar. My take on the vocation crisis is a commitment issue. Not only is there a downturn on voca-
tions to religious life, young people are seemingly not choosing marriage as a vocation either. I have also noticed that young
people are seemingly always on the move, regarding jobs and housing. In a way | admire their ambitious attitudes, but for
many people it seems pretty foreign and risky. Not sure what the answer is to any of this, but somehow we have to look at
many things differently; it cannot be business as usual. Maybe religious life and priesthood will have a different look in the
future, but until then we have to work to keep the Church alive. Is there someone in our families or parish we need to en-
courage to seek a vocation to the priesthood or religious life by simply asking them to think about it? If I had not been asked
to think about priesthood and religious life I would not have ever thought about it. Along with our efforts to ask people to
think about it, we also need to keep this petition in prayer.
