Reading: Matthew 18:3-6 

 

Read through the complete passage to start then go 
through the verses asking questions such as: 

v.3-4 ‘Truly, I say to you unless you turn and become 
like children, you will never enter the kingdom of  
heaven. Whoever humbles himself like this child, he is 
the greatest in the kingdom of heaven.’ 
Questions: What does Jesus mean when He says we must 
become like children? What characteristics make up 
more childlike in the eyes of God? What can we learn 
from children when it comes to humility?  
 

v.5-6 ‘Whoever  receives one such child in my name 
receives me; but whoever causes one of these little ones 
who believe in me to sin, it would be better for him to 
have a great millstone fastened round his neck and to be 
drowned in the depth of the sea.’ 
Questions: Why is it such a grave offense to lead some-
one else to sin? In what ways might we be leading others 
to sin without even realizing it? How can we better  
ensure that we are always serving others on their journey 
to get closer to God?
